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— :The bomb that crlppled the right arm of a graduate student in
electrical englneering and damaged a computer lab at U. of Cal.
Eerkeley lgst dMay vas planted by a terrorlst grouvp called the Free=
dom Club. We are also responsible for some earller ¥x bomblng attem=
pts; among others, the bomb-that injured a professor in the computer
science bullding at U. of Cal., the mall bomb that injJured the sec=
retary of computer expert Patrick Filscher at Vanderbilt University
3% years apo, and the fire bomb planted in the Business School at
U. of Utah, which never went off. %ie have nothing againat academics
ag puch. We cculd have attacked businessmen or sclentists working
for private corporations. But academlcs are easy targets because any-
one can walk into collegze buildings wilthout belng questioned, and
acadenlcs are less likely tc be suspiclous of a package recelved 1in
the mall than someone in the business world would be.

%e have walted untll now to announce uurselves because our ear=
lier bombs were embarrassingly ineffectusal. The injurlies they in=-
flicted were relatively minor. In order tc influence people, a ter=
rorist group must show a certain amount of success. When we finally
realized that the amount of smckeless powder needed to blow up any=
one or anything was too larze to be practical, we decided to take a
counle of years off to learn something about explosives and develop
an effective bomb.

#irst we had to learn some basic physics, chemistry and mathe=
matlcs, since none of us had any sclentiflc background to start with.
Then we had to gzo through some time=consuming experliments. That we
now have an effectlve bomb is shown by what we did to that electrlcal
engineer's arm with less than two ounces of explosive. He would have
been kkllled if he liad been standing so as to take the fragments in
the body instead of the arme. You can imagine what we will be able to
do vhen we have worked out ways to use ihis explosive in larger quan=
titles, say ten, twenty five or fifty pounds. Ve hope those computer
freaks over at the unlversity like fireworks, cause they are golng
to see some good ones. .

To prove that we are the ones who planted the bomb at U. of Cal.
last lay, we will mention a few detalls that could be known only to
us and the FBI men who investigated the incident. The explosive vas
contained in an iron pipe of nominal 3/4 inch (actually about 13/16
inch) ineilds dlameter. The endes of the pipe were closed with iron
plugs secured with iron plns of 5/16 inch dlameter. One- of the plugs
had the letters FC (for Fresdom Club) mariked on it. (There was a
metal disc attached .o the plug to help assure a good seal. If thils
was not blown cft 1t %111l be necessary to remove it in order to see
the letters FC.) The iLomb was 1gnited by electricity passing through
a Tine steel filament. The lead=wires passing through the plug to
the filament were 1l& gauge with green insulaticn. The rest of the
wiring was 1¢ gauge with flesn colored insulation. Six Duracell slze
D batteries were used. Thls should be enoush to prove that we plant=-
ed tie bomb.

Tven 1f the motlvea of this elite were completely unselfish, they
would wtlill HAVE TO exploit and wanipulate us sluply to keep the sys=
ter rmnning. Thus the evil 1s in the nature of technology itself.

‘e dan s a soclal animul, meant to live in groups. But miypdnv
only in SMALL groups, say up to 100 people, in which all members
laow one another Intiumately. an 1g not meant Lo live as an inzslgni=-
ficant atom in a vast organizatlon, which 1s the only way he can llve
In any form of industrialized soclety.

5. The TFreedom Club is strictly antieccmmunist, antli=-soclalist,
anti=leftist. Cne reascil ior this is thut tlie lei't has a consialent
record of unintentlonally (when not lntentionally) subverting rebel
movements of any L.ind and turning them into leiftlst wovemenis. Until
now, leftiem has hud an image as THE 1deology of rebelllion, so that
AN IPREESEHAXAGOX DL Ay i raba X maverankxara I ixak yx o sbackefinx
nany persons who joln any rebel movement are likely to be left=-
leaning. “hen anourn leftlsts have jolned such a wovegent 1t acqulres
a leftish aromna which attracts still more leftists until the move=
nent becomes Jjust anotiier gcelalist sect.

Ge 2on't think that we a2 sadlsts or thrille-seekers or that we
have adonted terroriasm lightiv. Thourh we are young we are not hot-
neads. ¥e have become terrorlsts only after the most earnest coneid=-
cration.
